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On the single economy in Japan

Abstract: According to the statistical data of the national situation in 1980-2020 and the annual income and consumption of residents
in 2000-2020, this paper preliminarily discusses the development status and potential impact of Japan from the four aspects of society,
economy, marriage, employment, income and consumption. The survey results show that: by 2020, the single population under 15 years old
will exceed 43 million, and the number of single people will exceed 40%; from 1980 to 2020, the number and proportion of single population
in China will continue to rise, and the majority of single population is still unmarried, while the divorced and widowed ratio of single women
is significantly higher than that of single men; the proportion of unmarried, divorced and widowed people is on the rise, masculine and aging,
while the number of the elderly is constantly increasing, and the trend of feminization and aging is obvious. From 2000 to 2020, the number
of unmarried women employed in China showed a downward trend. Among them, the average monthly salary of single and family members
is higher, but the average monthly salary is higher, and the proportion of expenditure on living, entertainment and social activities is higher.
The rise of the bachelor society in Japan promotes the development of the bachelor economy, but the vigorous development of the singles
makes the social characteristics of the singles more rigid and difficult to cope with the aging problem of young children.
